There is also an elevator in the 
building which provides access to the undercroft, so every-
one may fully participate in activities and fellowship.

We would be very pleased if you plan to return to 
St. John’s on a regular basis, to worship as part of our 
parish family. Please complete a Visitor’s Form located in 
the Order of Service and place it in the collection plate or 
give it to an usher.

We look forward to greeting 
you following the service today and hope to chat with you 
during our time of fellowship in the undercroft.

Communion Procedure
The Episcopal House of Bishops, in a 1979 teaching,

lays out the following guideline for non-Episcopalians to 
receive communion in an Episcopal Church: The persons 
should 1) have been Baptized with water in the Name of 
the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost, 
2) believe Christ is present in the sacrament, 3) have been 
admitted to Holy Communion in their own denomination, 
and 4) are attempting, by God’s grace, to live in love and 
charity with their neighbor. If you have any questions, 
please speak to the priest.

To receive the Host, raise your crossed hands, right 
palm over left. You may also receive directly on the 
tongue. If you do not wish to receive the Cup, cross your 
arms over your chest and wait for the chalice bearer to 
pass by.

If you are not receiving communion, you still may 
come forward to the rail, cross your arms over your chest, 
and receive a blessing.

If you are physically unable to approach the rail, 
please inform an usher and the Sacrament will be brought
to you.

Pastoral Care 
Please inform the clergy if you or a family member 

are ill, hospitalized, or unable to attend the regular 
worship of the Church so that a pastoral visit can be 
arranged. Please contact the clergy to discuss 
arrangements for baptisms, weddings, or burials before 
any announcement or other plans are made. 

Outreach 
Food may be deposited in the basket at the entrance 

of the church to aid the neighborhood ministry to the 
poor through Crossroads and Georgia Street Commu-
nity Co-op.

Dedicated donations for the support of the Malawi 
Education Fund and Rector’s Discretionary Fund can 
be put in the collection plate with a note in the memo 
line or on the envelope. 

Collections of school supplies, cleaning supplies, 
garden tools, Christmas presents, mittens, sweaters, etc.
